PUBLICATIONS

Our Catalog of Books and Resource M aterials

A new Catalog, in full color, that lists all boo&ad other resource material was published
recently and mailed to community schools and teadeoughout the country. Books and other
informative material included in the Catalog haee selected on the basis of appropriateness
and suitability to the needs of the American-baaoghial school students.

Two Books & CDsfor Higher Grade Students (Grades 6-8)

Two handbooks — one for the student and one foreheher — were recently published by the
Department to aid both teachers and students pngpar theComprehensive Examination in
Modern Greek -an intermediate level foreign language examinatioviodern Greek.

The books contain actual tests, communication teskhe oral examination of students,
directions for administration of the examinatiostsident answer booklets, and an Appendix
of the most commonly used Greek words, phrasegemmatical structures.

Made possible through a grant from B&vros SNiarchos Foundationthe books are being
distributed gratis to schools and teachers througth@ country. A number of books, however,
were also mailed to interested individuals abro&d Wearned about the books through the
Orthodox Observeand the Archdiocese’s Website. Over 1,200 cope® lbeen sent out.
