Should you
get stuck at any time, you might also consider
asking your pastors for some assistance. Another
option might be to log on to the Interfaith
Marriage Website at www.interfaith.goarch.org.

If you both score less than 40, you should
remember that your score does not indicate that
your religious and cultural differences will
negatively impact future marriage and family well
being. However, it does suggest that you could
benefit from some additional prayerful discussion
regarding your religious and cultural differences.
To help you, consider reviewing your answers
together, along with this resource. In addition,
further prayerful, respectful discussion should
help.
