Prologue

It is with great pleasure that we present to the Greek teachers in the United States
this Checkpoint B Curriculum for the teaching of Greek as a Foreign Language,
which builds upon and continues the Checkpoint A Curriculum, published in 2012.
The Curriculum is in adherence with the standards of the New York State Educa-
tion Department for the teaching of foreign languages, as these are described in
the New York State Department of Education Syllabus: Modern Languages for
Communication.

As with the Checkpoint A Curriculum, the Checkpoint B Curriculum is the re-
sult of a long and extremely productive collaboration between the Institute of
Modern Greek Studies (Manolis Triandaphyllidis Foundation) of the Aristotle
University of Thessaloniki and the Direct Archdiocesan District Office of Educa-
tion of the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese of America. This collaboration began
in 2008, in the course of the preparation of the annual Comprehensive Examina-
tion in Modern Greek (Checkpoint B) for Regents credits, has continued growing
ever since, and we are certain that it will develop even further in the future.

The development of a Checkpoint B Curriculum in Modern Greek was long
overdue, not only because similar programs for the teaching of other languages
such as French, Italian and Spanish, have been circulating for years, but also be-
cause this level is directly associated with the annual Comprehensive Examination
in Modern Greek (Checkpoint B), which leads to credit acquisition for students
who successfully take it. Besides this, however, the usefulness of such Curricula is
obvious, as they further specify for each language what is set out in the New York
State Syllabus and, at the same time, constitute a link between the Syllabus’learn-
ing goals on the one hand and the teachers and students on the other.

More specifically, the Curriculum is structured as follows: It starts with an In-
troduction, in which the Methodology of its Development is described and the
general objectives are defined. The Introduction is followed by the Description
of the Curriculum’s Structure and the presentation of the Checkpoint B Perfor-
mance Indicators and Modules, which occupy most of the book.

The proposed Checkpoint B Teaching Methodology is described next, and
various types of Assessment are presented; a brief Bibliography follows. The Cur-

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Introduction

The Checkpoint B Curriculum for Greek aspires to become an indispensable
teaching tool, which can be fully exploited by those responsible for the teaching,
the learning and the assessment of Modern Greek language in the State of New
York. Its main objective is to define this level's teaching and learning content. The
Curriculum is developed according to the specifications of the New York State
Education Department for modern languages, Modern Languages for Communi-
cation: New York State Syllabus. In designing the Curriculum the following have
been taken into consideration: the scientific work of the New York State Educa-
tion Department (NYSED) concerning the teaching of foreign languages, the rel-
evant New York State Checkpoint B Curricula for the teaching of French, Italian,
and Spanish as a foreign language, curricula for the teaching of Greek as a foreign/
second language within Greece and abroad, past Regents examination papers,
the descriptions of Greek as a foreign language prepared by the European Coun-
cil in collaboration with the Centre for the Greek Language, studies for the teach-
ing of Greek as a second / foreign language, textbooks, as well as books of refer-
ence for the Greek language such as dictionaries and grammars.

The Curriculum represents the second level of proficiency in Greek, which
students need to reach in order to ensure success on Regents level examination,
The Comprehensive Examination in Modern Greek, administered by the Direct
Archdiocesan District Office of Education.

The New York State Education Department having as a general purpose in
foreign language teaching to enable students to communicate effectively with
speakers of other languages, taking the ‘when, how, why, to whom and what about’
into consideration, adopts the five general objectives for the teaching of foreign
languages specified in the Standards for Foreign Language Learning: Preparing
for the 21st Century, which are fully aligned with the New York State documents
Learning Standards for Languages Other Than English and Modern Languages for
Communication.

the learning of Greek:

Communication in Greek

Communication, spoken and written, which is considered a central issue in Greek
language learning, as it is an essential requirement for the achievement of the
general objectives outlined below. Students engage in conversations, provide
and obtain information, express feelings and emotions, and exchange opinions;
understand and interpret written and spoken language on a variety of topics;
present information, concepts, and ideas to an audience of listeners or readers
on a variety of topics. For example, students:

- role play the purchasing of clothes, food, etc,;

- correspond with Greek students via mail and email about school, daily rou-
tine, their interests, etc.;

- fill out simple forms, such as passport applications, order forms, hotel reser-
vation forms, etc,;

- perform plays and recite poems;

- write birthday cards, party invitations, thank you cards, etc.

Knowledge and understanding of the Greek culture

Gain knowledge and understanding of the Greek culture, with regard both to the
sociocultural elements and to the products of the Greek culture associated with
language, literature, art, music, cuisine, sports, etc. For example, students:

- use appropriate gestures and oral expressions for greetings / leave takings,
etc,;

- identify products found in their homes or at the stores of their community
(e.g. feta cheese, olive oil);

- learn about the habits of Greeks during the celebration of various events (e.g.
at a name day);

- learn about the contribution of the Greek culture to the arts, sciences etc.

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Connection with other disciplines and acquisition of information

Connection to other bodies of knowledge / subjects (interdisciplinary approach),
which would be difficult for a monolingual speaker to find. Through the study of
the Greek language and culture, students reinforce their knowledge of other dis-
ciplines and acquire information available in the Greek language. For example,
students:

- recognize and use Greek terminology in various subjects, e.g. in biology;

- gather information about Greece and the Greek culture by reading and lis-
tening to short presentations;

- use sources in the Greek language to prepare reports and presentations on
topics of personal interest.

Development of insight into the nature of language and culture

Development of insight into the nature of language and the concept of culture
and realization that there are multiple ways of viewing the world, through com-
parisons of the Greek language and culture with students’ language and culture.
For example, students:

- identify cognates and hypothesize about the relationship between Greek and
English;

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Checkpoint B Curriculum Structure

The Checkpoint B Curriculum for Greek represents the second level of language
proficiency in the State of New York and continues the Checkpoint A Curriculum.
In order to successfully attain the learning goals of Checkpoint B, students need
to have mastered all the material covered in the Checkpoint A Curriculum (Cur-
riculum. Modern Greek Language. Checkpoint A) and, additionally, what is de-
scribed in the current Curriculum.

What is reflected in the Checkpoint B Curriculum is the HOW WELL a stu-
dent can do something, i.e. his/her proficiency in the four skills (listening, speak-
ing, reading, writing) and in cultural competence, which constitute the indicators
of students’ success at this particular level. In addition to the above, the Curricu-
lum also includes specific topics, situations and functions, which constitute the
WHAT of the communication, that is, its content and purpose specified for this
level, and are organized in units based on the topic (Modules). In these Modules,
functions, topics and situations are presented, accompanied by the appropriate
linguistic components, namely vocabulary and grammar, while, at the same time,
recommended exponents are given. The Curriculum's topics and subtopics can
be classified into two groups: a) the first group consists of topics also included in
the Checkpoint A Curriculum, which are further developed and enriched in the
Checkpoint B Curriculum. Thus, when necessary, the teacher can go back to and
consult the relevant modules of the Checkpoint A Curriculum, b) the second
group consists of topics dealt with in the Checkpoint B for the first time.

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during a face-to-face or telephone conversation with their peers, familiar adults,
and providers of public services. Moreover, students ought to be able to com-
prehend the main idea and some discrete information of short presentations /
speeches broadcast on television, the radio or live, and fall within their personal
interests or present some interest to the general public. In addition, students are
expected to be able to understand both the main idea and all the details of short,
isolated phrases, but only the main idea of longer conversations and messages in
familiar communication situations. In many cases, due to the limited vocabulary
that they have at their disposal, repetitions and/or circumlocutions are required
in order for them to comprehend something. Finally, students ought to under-
stand the most frequently used tenses and word-order patterns in simple sen-
tences.

Speaking

In speaking students are expected to handle ordinary face-to-face or telephone
transactions that are likely to arise involving providers of goods and services (e.g,,
salespeople at stores, bank cashiers, travel agents, police officers, hotel person-
nel etc.). In addition, students should be capable of initiating and sustaining in-
formal (everyday) conversations, either face-to-face or over the phone, with their
peers or with adults (individuals or groups) who are native speakers of Modern
Greek, and of participating in peer-group discussions about familiar topics. Fur-
thermore, students ought to be able to make informal presentations of a topic of
interest to their peers and/or familiar adults. Moreover, students ought to be ca-
pable of selecting the vocabulary appropriate for a wide range of topics of per-
sonal or general interest, of using simple and more complex sentences for talking
about the present, the past and the future, and of expressing details and nuanc-
es by using the appropriate modifiers (e.g., adjectives) in order to describe ac-
tions, people, and objects. Students are expected to rely heavily on formulaic
utterances, but occasionally they exhibit spontaneity in their interactions, partic-
ularly when the topic is familiar to them. In addition, students ought to be able
to use repetitions, circumlocutions, gestures, and other non-verbal cues so as to
to sustain conversation, especially in spontaneous interaction, and cover gaps in
vocabulary that might cause hesitation.

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use the more common verb tense forms*, but still make many errors in formation
and selection, and to be able to use word order accurately in simple sentences,
but they still make errors in familiar, yet more complex, communicative situations.
Finally, students ought to be able produce intelligible speech despite the diffi-
culty they might have in the articulation of certain sounds in certain positions.

Reading

In reading comprehension, students are expected to be able to read and com-
prehend written texts intended for native speakers, when the topics of these texts
and the language are familiar. The texts can refer to the present, past, and future.
Students should be able to derive the meaning from texts that contain unknown
words, expressions, and structures, by using cognates and/or contextual informa-
tion and/or cues. Moreover, students ought to able to comprehend simple texts
after an initial reading. With longer or more complex texts students might need
time and assistance or they might need to guess at meaning. More specifically,
students of this level are expected to be able to locate and comprehend infor-
mation found in: everyday material intended for the general public (e.g., forms,
signs, billboards, posters, labels, programs, timetables, maps, plans, menus, etc.);
announcements, ads and short reports of general interest found in newspapers,
magazines and other publications; short informal notes; simple pampbhlets; simple
business correspondence; letters to a magazine's or other medium's editor; well-
written feature articles or editorials of general interest found in newspapers or
other media; and personal letters from well nown pesrons and friends (both peers
and adults), with the primary aim of understanding events, viewpoints, feelings,
and attitudes. At the same time, students need to become acquainted with ex-
cerpts from Greek poetry and prose so that they can get to know and appreciate
them both aesthetically and culturally.

Writing

In writing, students are expected to be able to fill in simple forms often required
by public services; to be able to write informal short notes on everyday topics;
simple personal letters to acquaintances and friends (peers and adults); formal

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letters addressed to agencies, institutions, and businesses regarding personal
needs; short journal entries and short reports on various topics which fall within
their personal interests and experiences and describe basic circumstances and
event sequences, using basic vocabulary and frequently used structures. Students
ought to be able to express their ideas about the present, past and future, and
be understood by their readers. In addition, they ought to be able to write brief
analyses whose content is more complex provided they are given the opportu-
nity to get organized and prepare in advance. However, when the content is more
complex, errors are likely to be more frequent. Students ought to be able to pro-
duce written narratives and expressions of opinion about programs presented
on radio and television, articles appearing in newspapers and magazines for the
general public, and on selected stories, songs, and literature from the Greek cul-
ture. Finally, students ought to acquire some degree of independence and spon-
taneity when they write about familiar topics having to do with school and fam-
ily needs and about topics regarding everyday living at home and in the commu-
nity.

Cultural competence

At this level, students ought to acquire a wider and more comprehensive knowl-
edge and understanding of the features of the Greek culture, with which they first
came into contact and learnt at Checkpoint A for Greek. Moreover, students need
to understand that, along with the words, the expressions and the structures of a
language, other elements such as gestures, facial expressions, visual and physical
contact can affect communication. They need to understand that cultures are val-
ues systems that that evolve with time, and that specific values are associated with
certain behavior patterns, both in their own culture and in the Greek culture. In
addition, students are expected to be able to distinguish attitudes resulting from
cultural patterns from those that are simply the result of individual idiosyncrasy.
Comparing the Greek culture with their own, students ought to be able to know
and understand potential similarities and differences that might exist between
the two cultures, developing in this manner a intercultural awareness. Moreover,
students are expected to be able to revognize that there are significant linguistic
and cultural differences among the social groups that speak the Greek language.

body contact, intimacy relations); with social conventions regarding, for example,
punctuality, the duration of a social visit, etc., and with people’s ritual behavior
on occasions such as religious ceremonies and events, public performances, cel-
ebrations, entertainment venues, festivals, dances, etc. Students, however, are not
always expected to apply their cultural knowledge with absolute success; what's
more, on many occasions, their communication may not be effective, particularly
when they come into contact with native speakers of Greek who are not accus-
tomed to conversing with foreigners.

Topics

Communication always revolves around a topic. Even though in the current Cur-
riculum, as in the Checkpoint A Curriculum, the topics listed in a logical sequence,
beginning with Personal Identification, the teacher can start from any topic and
move in any direction, depending on the needs and interests of his/her students.
Students ought to be able to engage in communication about these topics, either
orally or in writing, but are not expected to acquire comprehensive, academic
knowledge of them. Topics are divided into subtopics, for example, the topic
Family life contains the subtopics Family members and Activities.

If an educational organization is interested in teaching Checkpoint B as a
course extending beyond one academic year, according to the spiral approach
in language teaching, it should be stressed that almost all the topics are intro-
duced in the first year, i.e. some of their subtopics are taught, which become the
basis on which the remaining ones will be taught in the subsequent years. Since
the Checkpoint B material is spread out throughout these years, teachers need
to be careful regarding how much of this material will be covered in the first year.

Situations

Situations indicate the context in which communication occurs. They define the
participants, their roles, and the channel of communication (oral or written). They
establish the parameters for the negotiation of meaning between two or more
people, or between one person and an oral and/or written text. It should be not-
ed that in any act of communication more than one skills may be involved. In all
cases, each communicative situation ought to be examined in relation to the func-
tions, the topics and the proficiencies. The experiences, the ability, and the age
of the students also need to be taken into account.

Functions

Functions denote the purpose(s) of communication. In every communicative sit-
uation one or more purposes may be performed. For example, in one communi-

Vocabulary

Students ought to be able to understand and use the vocabulary appropriate to
the communicative situations covered in Checkpoint B, with the uses and mean-
ings given there. In no way is it self-evident that, in learning the meaning of a word
in a particular context, students will be able to understand it when they come
across it either in a different meaning or in a different context. The vocabulary
given in this Curriculum is illustrative. The selection and distribution of the vo-
cabulary depends on the topics, the functions, and the situations that students
become acquainted with at this level as well as on the specific texts they are go-
ing to study. In addition, the heterogeneous background of the students, their
needs, their interests, their motives, and their cognitive development also need
to be taken into account.

Recommended exponents

Recommended exponents of functions are given. These illustrative examples dem-
onstrate the level of structure and vocabulary that Checkpoint B students are ex-
pected to have in order to satisfy their communicative needs. In most cases, one
function can be realized in more than one ways.

Grammar

The grammatical elements presented in the Modules are closely associated with
particular functions, situations and topics. The grammatical elements are not an
end in themselves. Together with the vocabulary, they constitute a means intend-
ed to help students accomplish a specific communicative goal, in specific com-
municative situation, regarding a specific topic. In every Module, only those basic
grammatical elements are presented which are deemed necessary for the accom-
